More Green, Less Waste: At $24 for 3L of artisan quality wine, the Octavin Home Wine Bar is redefining the high
end of non-glass wine offerings as this is about half the price of what one would normally pay for wines of comparable
quality. Additionally, a case of traditional bottled wine weighs about 40 pounds, with half that weight just coming from
the glass bottles.
