Bodegas Osborne 
has long-standing, deep roots in the Spanish wine industry, and it uses its 
traditions as a starting point for Seven, not as a constraint.  Osborne’s  ‘Nuevo 
Vino’ approach was the inspiration for this wine — it is a fantastic blend of the 
best of Old World Spain’s wine structure, soft tannins and earthy complexity, 
combined with New World fruit � avors and approachability.   Jose has an 
ambitious goal for Seven: “To create a very distinctive, � avorful modern 
Spanish wine that still re� ects the traditional characteristics of our Spanish 
roots.”

Winemakers Notes:
“The grapes are picked at the coolest part of the day just before dawn, and then harvested and 
fermented separately to allow each variety’s individual character to develop.  We chose to minimize oak 
treatments to maximize fruit � avors, using micro-oxygenation instead to soften tannins. We focused 
our e� orts on � nding just the right blend of varieties until we came across the perfect mix of berry 
fruit � avors, soft tannins and nice acidity to make an energetic, approachable and distinctively Spanish 
wine.”
